     We write with good news regarding the 2018-2019 state spending plan which was enacted on March 
31, 2018. The Executive proposal to expand late-term abortion and otherwise loosen New York's abor-
tion laws was not included in the final budget. We are grateful to God for this  Easter blessing! 
     This victory would not have been possible without the concerted efforts of many organizations and 
people, including the thousands of people like you who wrote to their State Senators through the  
Catholic Action Network to let them know how strongly they feel about this issue. Together, we truly can
